BYLAW NO. 2024-02

A bylaw to amend Bylaw No. 15-2002, known as the Zoning Bylaw of the Town of
Lumsden.

Under the authority granted by clause 46(3) of The Planning and Development Act,
2007, SS 2007, ¢ P-13.2, the Town of Lumsden in the Province of Saskatchewan, by
and with the advice and consent of the Town of Lumsden Council, enacts to amend
Bylaw No. 15 - 2002 as follows:

1. SECTION 5.2 ZONING DISTRICT MAP is amended by zoning the lands legally
described as Lot 4 and Lot 5, Block 2, Plan 8561 Ext. O from the R1 — Residential
District to R2 - Residential Multiple District as shown on the attached map
attached hereto as Schedule “A”.

2. SECTION 4.5 ACCESSORY DWELLING UNITS is amended by replacing subsection
4.5.1(e) with the following:

(e) No more than one Accessory Dwelling Unit shall be allowed per site, or
unit when located within a multi-unit building not including apartment
blocks.

3. SECTION 5.8 RESIDENTIAL MULTIPLE DISTRICT -~ R2 is amended by replacing
subsection 5.8.3 Development Standards (iii) Townhouse, Row House, or
Fourplex Minimum side yard setback, Interior Lot, with 1.5 m

4. This Bylaw shall come into force on the day of final adoption by the Town of
Lumsden Council.
